November is Toy Run time and on November 7th Shel-
ton’s Harley-Davidson, Inc. had their 15th fall open house
and H.O.G. Toy Run. Each year Shelton Davis and his wife
Sharon sponsor a Toy Run from Smithfield to Goldsboro.
The Toy Run normally draws at least 600 bikers. The entry
fee is either a new toy or $5.00 and for this they each receive
a meal ticket.

The Toy Run assembles at the Mall Shop in Smithfield
and leaves Shelton’s at 11:00 am with Santa on the lead
motorcycle followed by toys in Shelton’s red truck. Behind
them are the rest of the toys in a trailer and at least 500
motorcycles. The Toy Run follows US 70 from Smithfield
to Goldsboro. The Johnston County Sheriff’s department
provides escort for the Toy Run from Smithfield through
Johnston County. At the Wayne County line the Wayne
County Sheriff’s department takes over and escorts the Toy
Run to Goldsboro. In Goldsboro, the Toy Run parades up
Ash Street, up and down Center Street, back to Ash Street,
up to Herman Park and ends at Shelton’s Harley-Davidson
Store on the US 70 by-pass. At the store, the procession is
greeted by the Sudan Mini-Riggers and at least 100 more
bikers.

Shelton uses the Toy Run to sponsor several charities.
All the toys are donated to the Shriners Hospitals for Chil-
dren and the Sudan Mini-Riggers pack them in 2ft x 2ft
boxes and load them into a delivery truck. The toys are di-
vided evenly and every year at least 15 boxes of toys are sent
to the Greenville, South Carolina hospital and the same
to the burn center in Cincinnati, Ohio. After the toys are
packed, the Sudan Mini-Riggers perform a parade routine
for the crowd.

A BBQ lunch is then served, followed by a 50/50 draw-
ing, door prizes and discounted merchandise is sold. The
funds collected are donated to other charities and include
Shop With A Cop, the American Cancer Society (Relay for
Life) and MDA.

Shelton Davis was raised to the sublime degree of Master
Mason in Palmyra Lodge #147 in 1984. He then petitioned
Scottish Rite and received his 32 degree at the Valley of
Raleigh in 1984. Later that year he was created a Shriner at
the Sudan Shriners in New Bern and then joined the Dunn
Shrine Club. This year Shelton is eligible to receive his 25
year pin from all three organizations.
